
Those Amazing Animal 
Babies

It is always amazing to me how the 
cold, dreary and relatively silent 
days of winter in the outdoor world 

are miraculously transformed into 
scenes of color, sound and activity in 
the spring. Green appears as growing 
plants begin their production. 
Early blossoming trees and spring 
wildflowers add a welcome burst 
of color to the earthy tones of the 
forest and fields. Birds that have 
kept silent during the winter or 
who have recently returned from 
warmer climates announce their 
presence and territory in marvelous 
symphonies. And, of course, almost 
every living creature outside of our 
doors (or sometimes in) instinctively 
seeks to keep the cycle of life turning 
by contributing a new generation of 
young. Baby creatures, we might say.

Most people, I believe, fail to 
appreciate just how intricate and 
finely balanced the natural world is. 
After all, that squirrel we see running 
across the yard with a hickory nut 
in its mouth is just supposed to be 
there. Similarly, I think most people 
fail to appreciate the process by 
which wild animals bring the next 
generation into the world. Again, that 
is just their job, and we don’t give it a 
second thought. But if we choose any 
wild Missouri animal and take a closer 
look at what their young must endure 
in order to survive, I think we may 
be more appreciative and definitely 
amazed.

Take, for example, the elusive 
black bear. Although not true 
hibernators, they will curl up in a 
cave, a den, or just a depression in 
the ground and sleep the winter 

away. The mother gives birth to 
several cubs in January or February 
while half asleep, and then sleeps 
through the first few months of their 
development while they nurse. Those 
are some self-sufficient babies! How 
about Mama Possum? Imagine, as 
a human, carrying around a load of 
babies in a pouch while you go about 
your daily business. Then, when those 
youngsters get a little too big, they 
all climb onto your back for a ride 
around. Sounds like fun, right?

It is always impressive to me as 
to how much work birds put into 
preparing and caring for their young. 
Imagine constructing an elaborate 
nest, with only a beak, that provides 
cover and concealment for your 
young. I have seen bird nests survive 
powerful storms that have ripped 
roofs off of barns! Or have you ever 
witnessed a small bird dive-bombing 
a dangerous predator, with little 
regard for their own safety, in defense 
of that nest? And most people are 
probably familiar with the process 
by which baby birds get their food 
delivered. No choo-choo train spoon 
for hungry baby birds, just pre-
chewed goodness, straight down the 
throat! 

Of course, many baby creatures do 
not have the advantage of parental 
protection. Female turtles will often 
travel a great distance from water 
to find a suitable spot in which to 
dig a hole and deposit her eggs. If a 
hungry raccoon does not sniff them 
out and make a meal of them, they 
still have to develop, hatch, and make 
the long and perilous journey to a 
protective body of water. The list of 

wild creatures, both in and out of 
the water, that consider a baby turtle 
a delicacy is quite extensive. So if 
you see a large turtle sunning itself 
on a log at the edge of the pond, it 
has faced a great deal of danger to 
become that size.

Or how about the incredible 
world of insects?  Most insects you 
see in the spring have gone through 
an entire winter as an egg. The 
chances of being eaten at this stage 
are incredibly high, let alone when 
they hatch and face an entire fleet of 
hungry birds desperate for food. It is 
a wonder any survive at all! But they 
do. And that just illustrates the point 
of how balanced the natural world 
around us really is.

Whether its coyote pups tussling 
in the dust or tadpoles wriggling 
around in a puddle, baby animals are 
a joy to watch and learn from. Just 
be glad your first meals in life did not 
consist of pre-chewed worms!

How long does a baby opossum 
stay with its mother?

Like most mammals, mother opossums 
are very attentive. They are different 
from other mammals, however, in that 
they have a special pouch on their 
bellies. It is in this fur-lined pouch that 
the mothers keep their young safe. 
When a baby opossum is born, it is 
slightly smaller than a pinkie fingernail. 
The mother can usually raise 5-13 
young at a time. They are born hairless 
and blind, much too vulnerable to be 
left in a burrow or den. They use their 
front claws to climb about 4 to 5 times 
their body length into their mother’s 
pouch. They stay inside their mother’s 
pouch for about two months. When 
they grow too large for the pouch, 
they crawl out of the pouch onto their 
mother’s back. They remain with their 
mother for another month or two and 
then venture out on their own.

Nature Deficit Disorder Tidbit

In an 18 month study of 800 military personnel, those who grew up  
hunting or in  “tough” urban neighborhoods were best at spotting and 
detecting roadside bombs.  This was attributed to learning to view the 
full world around them while using all their senses. In contrast, those who 
spent more time at the mall or on Game Boys had a narrower focus. Their 
view of the world was limited to that just outside the windshield of the 
Humvee, similar to a computer screen.
